     SUFFERING LEADS TO SPIRITUAL SIGHT 
 
The blind man in the gospel story seems to have acquired many of the virtues that can come through suffering. 
He was trusting of others, and willing to be dependent upon them. Through injustice, harshness, and abuse of 
power at the hands of the Pharisees, he remained open enough to be able to grow in his contact with Jesus. 
Even his cure brought its own form of suffering; in the Pharisees' attempts to get him to admit that Jesus didn't 
heal him, and in his parents' desertion because of their fear of being expelled from the worshipping community 
in their synagogue.  
 
Although the healing of his physical blindness was instantaneous, his growth in spiritual sight was gradual. He 
grew from the vague perception of the Savior as the man called Jesus, to boldly proclaiming Jesus as a proph-
et, and finally recognizing Jesus, whom he had never actually seen face to face, as the Lord whom he wor-
shipped.  
 
While the blind man came to see, the seeing (Pharisees) became more blind. The Pharisees saw the same mira-
cle, but to their spiritual loss. They met Jesus, without really meeting Him. Their spiritual blindness deepened 
because of their smugness, self-centeredness, and general hardness of heart. They heard Jesus and they saw 
Him, but they neither saw nor heard the salvation that was at hand. They were expert at preaching the word of 
God to others, but blind to hear the message addressed to them, too.  
 
The correct heart is the dwelling place where God lives. The heart is our hidden center, beyond the grasp of 
our reason and of others. It's the place of decision, deeper than our psychic drives. It's the place of truth, where 
we choose life or death. It's the place of encounter, because as images of God , we live in relationship.  
 
For those whose hearts are not properly formed, like the Pharisees, suffering can be a barren waste; but for the 
person of true heart who is seeking God, it can be, as for the blind man, the way to heaven.
